III-1 Production of fuel oil in China 
 
III-1.1 Overview of fuel oil industry 
 
All the time, Chinese fuel oil production can’t meet the demand of domestic market, about 50% 
of fuel oil in domestic market is imported.  

In 2006, the output of Chinese fuel oil was 22,647 kilotons. The CAGR (compound annual 
growth rate) of fuel oil production was -2.37% from 1991 to 2006. This means that the output of 
Chinese fuel oil has decreased sine 1991 gradually. The decreasing trend is obvious from the 
following Figure.

China is the largest consumer of fuel oil in Asia, and fuel oil is mainly consumed in electricity 
industry, petrochemical industry, transportation, building materials and metallurgy and so on, 
and the rest is consumed by small local domestic petroleum refineries for further processing to 
produce diesel etc.
